P1. Spoon — a piece of cutlery with a shallow bowl-shaped container and a

handle, used to take up food.

P2. The word «spoon» derives from an ancient word meaning a chip of

food or horn carved from a larger piece. A spoon is a common eating thing

for practical use.

P2. Ladle —a spoon with a long handle attached vertically for liquids.

Table spoon — a spoon larger than a desert spoon used for serving.
P3. Soup spoon — a spoon with a rounded bowl for eating soup — different

types.

Metal soup spoon — similar in shape to a teaspoon;

Chinese soupspoon — usually ceramic and of a distinct Chinese soup
spoon shape;

Desert spoon — a spoon larger than a teaspoon and smaller than a
tablespoon.

Teaspoon —a small spoon used for stirring tea or coffee

Egg spoon — used for hens’ eggs, smaller than a teaspoon

Silver spoon —a small given to a new born child to ensure good fortune
Love spoon — a carved wooden spoon given as a token of betrothal.

Spoons can be played as a musical percussion instrument (a musical instrument in

which the sound is produced by one object striking another) or more specifically.

The spoons are typically struck against the knee

and the palm of the hand.
